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Dreamweaver II. 
 
Handout objectives: 
 

1. Get familiar with the properties and tool bars. 
2. How to enter a table. 
3. Insert rollover images. 
4. Modify the text. 
5. Create your pages. 
6. Insert the images into the appropriate pages. 
7. Make an e-mail link on the contact page. 

 
1. Click on the properties and modify the text size, text color, background color, also 
enter zeros on all the margins. 
 

 
 
Click on the link property and choose the desired colors for Link color , Visited links, 
Rollover links and Active links, then click OK. 
 

 
 
Now you have modified your properties. 
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Get familiar also with the tool bars and other menus. 
 

 

 
 
3. Enter a Table from the tool bar. 
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Select one row and three columns, and the table width 800 pixels. Leave everything 
else the way it is, then click OK. 
 

 
 
A table appears on your web page. 
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4. Click inside the table and then click on the image rollover icon. 
 

 
 
 
A window opens up. Insert an image from the preferred file and click OK. 
 

 
 
Insert original image, rollover image and the URL index.html. 
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Click OK, the Home button should show up. 
 

 
 
Now follow the same steps for two other buttons, make sure ABOUT ME button, the 
URL is about.html and for CONTACT button the URL is contact.html. Make sure all 
links should be lower cases. 
 

 
 
5. Type below the picture HOME. 
 

 
 
Go to File / Save As / index.html 
 

  
 
Go back to the page, highlight the HOME  text and retype ABOUT ME .

Go to File / Save As / about.html 
 

 
 
Now do the same steps for the contact page. 
 
Make sure you have save the pages and now preview the pages on the browser by 
clicking F12. 
 
6. To insert the images to the pages simply click on the page where you want the image 
to appear, click the image icon and select the image from the file, press OK. 
 

 
 
 
 
7. Highlight the text and then click to the e-mail icon, the text should be your e-mail 
address. 
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To this window box enter your e-mail address. 
 

 
 
 Your text should look like this. You have already made a link directly to your e-mail. 
 

 
 
Save everything and preview your web page on the browser by pressing F12.
